Ideas for the 100’s Chart

Write the numbers from 1-100 forwards and backwards.

Write only the numbers when skip counting by 2’s, 3’s, 5’s, and 10’s.

Play “Before, After and Between”.

Ask your child to circle a number that is before, after, or in between another number.

Ask your child to locate a number that is “10 more or 10 less”, “20 more or 20 less”, or “5 more or 5 less” than a given number.

Use the 100’s chart to figure out an amount of money. Place each coin on the chart as you count up.

Example- $0.35- You have a dime and a quarter. First place the quarter on the 25 then count up ten more with the dime and place it on the 35.
Use the 100’s chart to solve high level addition problems.

Play “I’m Thinking of a Number”. 

Example- “I’m thinking of a number. It has 5 groups of ten and 6 ones” They should cross out 56. Your child could ask you to find numbers too.  You can also be a little more difficult and say “I’m thinking of a number. It has 8 ones and 9 groups of ten.”
