Scientists classify items as they study them.  This means that they sort them into groups by a common characteristic (attribute).
Scientists classify minerals by different attributes:

Color, hardness, texture, shape, size, and luster
Types of rocks – How they are formed
Igneous are formed when rocks melt and then cool.  (Think – volcanoes)
Sedimentary rocks are formed by wind and water.  (Think – rivers)
Metamorphic rocks are formed by heat and pressure.  (Think – morph or change)
